Please read the following checklist and make sure that your poster complies: 
· The poster should include the new HNERC logo (see top of page) and the author’s address must show that she/he is a member of the HNERC
· Sufficient introduction (including references) to allow the context to be accessed
· A clear and well defined statement of hypothesis, aims and/or objectives 
· A clear outline of the methodology used 
· A clear results section showing the data obtained 
· A clear conclusion
